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 When the Lord Jesus Christ looks 
down from Heaven upon the lives that we 
live, is He pleased? Certainly, we would 
like to think that when Jesus looks down on 
us as husbands and fathers He would say, 
"Yes! That is what I had in mind when I 
gave Myself on the cross. He is doing the 
things I would have him do; he is abstaining 
from the things that are wrong. His lan-
guage is good, he treats others well, he 
loves, he is kind, he is evangelistic, he 
studies his Bible, and that is what I had in 
mind when I gave Myself on the cross for 
him." Hopefully this is the case, but is it 
possible that when Christ looks down from 
Heaven upon our lives as men that He 
says, "No! That is not what I had in mind. 
He is not doing the things I have com-
manded; he is not abstaining from evil. His 
language is not good, he is mean and 
cruel, he is not evangelistic, he does not 
study his Bible, and that is not what I had in 
mind when I gave Myself to die on the 
cross." Is it possible when Jesus Christ 
looks down from Heaven upon our lives 
that He is not pleased? How important is it 
that we be pleasing to God? We live in a 
world that is satisfied with its relationship 
with God. Many believe "As long as I do 
what I think is pleasing to God, then God 
will be pleased. I can do what I believe to 
be right, abstain from what I believe to be 
wrong, worship the way I want to worship, 
and as long as I believe that I am doing 

right, then God will be satisfied."  
 
 We also live in a world that is 
constantly questioning God. This becomes 
obvious when we hear statements such 
as, "If God really were a God of love, then 
we would not have the sickness and dis-
eases that we have today. If God really 
were a God of peace, then we would not 
have the violence and wars that we have 
today. If God really did care for man, then 
children would not be born into broken 
homes and abusive families." We live in a 
world that is constantly questioning God 
as if God owes us something. Rather, we 
should view our lives for what they really 
are, lives that are indebted to God. It is not 
God who owes us, but it is we who owe 
God. The question is what do I owe?  
 
 We know we owe something. 
Paul said, "For you were bought at a 
price; therefore glorify God in your body 
and in your spirit, which are God's" (1 Co-
rinthians 6:20). We have been bought at a 
price and because of this, we owe God. 
We will never understand what it is that 
we owe until we understand the price that 
was paid to purchase us. No passage 
better explains the price paid for us than 
when the profit Isaiah wrote,  “Surely He 
has borne our griefs and carried our 
sorrows; yet we esteemed Him 
stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted.  

But He was wounded for our transgres-
sions, He was bruised for our iniquities; 
the chastisement for our peace was upon 
Him, and by His stripes we are healed.  
All we like sheep have gone astray; we 
have turned, every one, to his own way; 
and the Lord has laid on Him the iniquity 
of us all (Isaiah 53:4-6). 
 
 In this passage, Isaiah explained 
the fact that Christ took our sins upon Him-
self when He was crucified. Crucifixion has 
been described by many as the worst way to 
put a human being to death. Scripture gives 
us just a glimpse of the horrific trial and 
death of our Lord and Savior. The Bible indi-
cates that Christ was scourged, stripped, 
mocked, beaten, spat upon, a crown of 
thorns put on His head, nails driven through 
His hands and feet, and He was hung on a 
cross to die. Isaiah said, "He was oppressed 
and He was afflicted, yet He opened not His 
mouth; He was led as a lamb to the slaugh-
ter, and as a sheep before its shearers is 
silent, so He opened not His mouth" (Isaiah 
53:7). They treated our Lord like some dumb 
animal, and they slaughtered Him. They 
slaughtered Him violently, maliciously, and 
vehemently. However, the truly amazing 
thing is that at any point Christ could have 
ended it. He could have called legions of 
angels to bring this world to an end 
(Matthew 26:53). With a word our God cre-
ated this world and with a word He could 
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"For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which 
are God's" (1 Corinthians 6:20). 

What Must I Do To Be Saved?  

 Hear the Gospel (Matthew 7:24-27; Romans 10:14,17) → Believe the Gospel (Mark 16:16;  Hebrews 11:6) → Repent of My Sins (Luke 13:3,5; Acts 17:30) → 

Confess Christ (Matthew 10:32-33; Romans 10:9-10) →  Be Baptized (Acts 2:38; 1 Peter 3:21) → Be Faithful Unto Death (Matthew 10:22; Revelation 2:10).

have ended it. Yet Christ allowed Himself to be treated spitefully 
and killed. He endured the humiliation, physical pain, and mental 
anguish. So we ask, why? Why did our Lord go through what He 
went through? If we are honest with ourselves, we already know 
the answer-He did it for you and for me. Christ came to this earth 
to live perfectly and be crucified because we have all sinned 
(Romans 3:23). He did it because our sins separated us from 
God (Isaiah 59:1, 2) and sentenced us to death (Romans 6:23). 
Christ died to redeem us from sin and give us hope.  
 
 What do I owe? Everything. I owe everything to Christ. 
He purchased me with His own blood to save me from Hell. With-
out Christ I have nothing and I am nothing. With Christ I have 
great joy and hope. All that I have been, all that I am, and all that 
I ever will be is because of Christ. He is the reason I live and the 
reason I do not fear death. Christ has given those who serve Him 
the ability to look at death with great eagerness. He has given us 
everything; therefore, we owe Him everything. We owe Christ our 
lives; He needs to be the focal point in our lives. His Word needs 
to guide our lives. When we wake up in the morning and try to 
find something to wear, Christ needs to make that decision. Is it 
appropriate? Is it modest? When we go to work or school and 
converse with people, what kind of language do we use? Do we 
tell dirty jokes? Do we use foul language? Christ needs to be the 
reason we say what we say. When we come home from work or 
school and choose some form of entertainment, Christ's Word 
should guide us in that decision. Is it clean? Would He approve? 
When we log on to the Internet, Christ decides what Web sites 
are appropriate. In every aspect of our lives, Christ makes the 
decision. We owe everything to Christ; we owe Him our lives. 
When we speak of the Gospel as Paul described in 1 Corinthians 
15:1-5, we often forget the final step. Paul said that after the 
death, burial, and resurrection Christ was then seen anew. He 
was seen as someone raised from the dead. We too need to be 
seen anew after our death, burial, and resurrection. After baptism 
we need to be different people. We now have been purchased 
from sin to serve God (Romans 6). We now allow Christ to make 
our decisions for us. Paul said, "I have been crucified with Christ; 
it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which 
I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved 
me and gave Himself for me" (Galatians 2:20). We need to adopt 
this same attitude. As Christian men who have been crucified 
with Christ need to understand that we have put ourselves to 
death and now live completely for Christ. We do this because He 
loved us enough to give Himself for us.  
 
 We need to realize that it is not God who owes us, but 
we who owe God everything. When we realize this, we will have 
a better understanding of our lives. We will understand that we 
need to live in a way that is pleasing to God. We do not make the 
rules about what is right and what is wrong, but we do the things 
that God would have us do. We abstain from the things that are 
wrong. Our language, attitude, conduct, evangelism efforts, study 
habits, and every aspect of our lives will start to line up with what 
the Lord wants of us. It is then that our Lord Jesus Christ will look 
down from Heaven and be pleased. It is then that Christ will say, 
"Yes, that is what I had in mind."
